Sewing Supplies

- Husqvarna Viking Sewing Machine

-3 1/4 yard of 60" wide (300 x 140 cm)
blue and white striped cotton fabric for
backing and details

- 1/2 yard (46 cm) each of three
different cotton fabrics at least 44" (112
cm) wide

-3 1/4 yard of 60" (300 x 140 cm) wide
batting

- Zipper 63" (160 cm) long

- 40 wt. Embroidery thread, 4 spools

- Sewing thread, 2 spools

Optional

If your sewing machine does not have a
1/4" (6 mm) straight stitch use Quilter’s
1/4" Piecing Foot (412 78 55-45).

1/4" (6 mm) seam allowance included for
piecing, 5/8" (1.5 cm) seam allowance
included for binding.

Cut

From white and blue striped cotton
fabric:

Fabric for backing 43" x 52" (110 x 130
cm)

2 strips 8" x 52" (20 x 130 cm) and 2 strips
8" x 48" (20 x 120 cm) for borders.

2 strips 2 1/4" x 41" (5.5 x 105 cm) for
ribbons to tie with.

4 1/2" x 15" (11 x 38 cm) for handle

2 1/2" x 2 1/2" (6.5 x 6.5 cm) for the
zipper

3" x 200" (480 cm) for binding. (piece as
needed.

From four different cotton fabrics:

42 squares total 6" x 6" (15 x 15 cm), using
the rotary cutter, ruler and cutting mat.
10 squares of white fabric

9 squares of striped fabric

9 squares of light blue fabric

9 squares of dark blue fabric.

An additional 5 squares are pieced with
Husqvarna Viking Embroidery Collection
147, Patchwork Blocks, design 7, (tree)
using scraps of the fabrics above.

1/4" (6 mm) seam allowance included in
pattern.

Zig Zag by Husquarna Viking

Embroider

Slide on the embroidery unit. Thread your
Husqvarna Viking sewing machine with 40
wt. embroidery thread on top and bobbin
thread in the bobbin. Insert an embroidery
needle and snap on the embroidery
foot. Mark the middle of all squares
with the Pictogram Pen. Load design
22 from Husqvarna Viking Embroidery
Disk/Card/d-Card 147, Patchwork Blocks.
Hoop Tear-A-Way Stabilizer and FIX Baste
the dark blue fabric to the stabilizer.
Embroider. Repeat for the other 8 dark
blue squares.

Hoop Tear-A-Way Stabilizer and FIX Baste
the light blue fabric to the stabilizer. Load
design 8. Embroider. Repeat for the other
8 light blue squares. When finished tear
away the stabilizer.

Load design 7 from Embroidery Collection
147. Following the instructions, make 5
squares with Patchwork Blocks.

Hoop Tear-A-Way Stabilizer and FIX
Baste the striped fabric to the Stabilizer.
Load design 22 from Husqvarna Viking
Embroidery Disk/Card/d-Card 3, Quilt &
Country. Embroider. Repeat for the other
8 squares. When finished tear away the
stabilizer.

Embroider the other five squares with
Design 18 from Design Collection 147.

Hoop the border with Tear-A-Way
Stabilizer in the Endless Hoop. Use
Husqvarna Viking Embroidery Disk/Card/
d-Card 70, Happy Seasons. Load design
18. Embroider. Repeat as many times as
you need to embroider the whole length
of the border. Repeat for the other 3
borders. When finished tear away the
stabilizer.

Sew

Rethread your sewing machine with
sewing thread on top and in the bobbin.
Select a 1/4" (6 mm) straight stitch, stitch
length 2.5. Snap on the 1/4" Edge Stitching
Foot. Layout your squares in any order
that you like. Pin and stitch two squares
together lengthwise. Let the guide ride
along the fabric edge and you will get a
perfect scant 1/4" (6 mm) seam allowance.
Press seam allowance to one side. Pin and
stitch another square to the sewn squares.
Press seam allowance to the opposite side
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
